Transcendent = Beyond human 
understanding

The term ‘Trinity’ is an attempt to make sense of the way the 
Bible describes God as being present in three ways, or being 
indivisible persons in one being. We can attempt to describe 

God using analogies, symbols and metaphors but God is 
transcendent and, therefore, beyond any human capacity to 

grasp in words. The Trinity is one such attempt.
